Before attending events with employers, plan ahead what you will wear to make a
great first impression. Consider your region, climate, and the type of event. It can be
helpful to research the typical wear for the industry or specific organization’s culture
and expectations.

For Career Fairs, employers and attendees tend to wear clothing that matches the
general culture of their organization or desired field of work. You will see a variety
ranging from business casual to business professional. If you are unsure what to wear,
business casual is always a safe bet.
